SESSION GUIDELINES

Ideally, participants will leave a session inspired, with a clear view of their “next steps” in regard to the topic and knowing where to find additional resources they may need. 
Presentations that focus primarily on a specific product or service are less likely to be accepted. It is preferred that sessions proposed by commercial entities include presenters or panelists from the public sector.

In some cases, presenters submitting proposals may be asked to share a session with others who have made submissions on the same topic.
Each session will be provided with a projector and a screen. The Summit does not provide computers; your submission of a proposal signifies that you are willing to provide a laptop for your presentation needs.

A proposal cannot be considered if all the information requested has not been provided. Adherence to the word limit for session descriptions is greatly appreciated.
